> Reviewers will be looking for authenticity, interest and excitement about the particular opportunities
and educational explorations the student is writing about participating in during summer 2025.
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Scholarship payment will be made directly to the summer program, unless payment has already been made.
> |f payment has already been made, parents must present a paid receipt from the summer program to
KGTC to receive a reimbursement payment.
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Please note: We recognize unforeseen circumstances arise such as camps being cancelled or a student
finding out they are waitlisted for a camp. The following will apply should a circumstance such as these occur.
> Since the scholarship is awarded based on the student’s interest in a particular camp, to protect the
integrity of the scholarship process & be fair to all applicants, KGTC may still be willing to award the
scholarship if the student presents another available camp that in the discretion of the scholarship
committee is a verifiably similar camp to the one the student wrote about in their application.
> If in KGTC’s discretion one is not available, the scholarship will be awarded to a different student.
Scholarships must be distributed for the 2025 summer and cannot be held for future use.
